     For those of you who don’t know, I went on 
the Mission Trip with our work team this year, 
down to Gulf Porti, Mississippi.

     Also this game is being held on one of 
the Celebrate Your Faith nights .  On a 
Celebrate Your Faith Night, faith based groups 
are invited to meet with Reading Phillies 
players during the pre-game.  During the 
gatherings, which run for about 20 minutes, the 
R-Phils discuss their faith and the role it plays in 
their lives as professional athletes striving to 
make it to the Major Leagues. Fan involvement 
is encouraged as the players do take questions 
from the audience. Anywhere from two to four 
Reading Phillies usually take part in the 
discussion. Most of the sessions are held in the 
batting tunnel building on the first base side of 
FirstEnergy Stadium. Also one member of 
each faith based group gets to participate in 
the first pitch! 
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Work Mission 2009 
 
     On Monday, April 27th, a half-awake group of 15 met at St. James at 4:30 a.m.  This was the team of 
volunteers representing St. James traveling to the Gulf Coast.  We were forced to leave Howard Snyder 
behind, as he had a virus and was not able to travel. The group traveled by bus to Philadelphia airport 
and then by Delta Airlines to Atlanta.  In Atlanta, we switched to a Delta affiliate, Southeast Regional 
Airlines and continued on to Gulfport.  Once in Gulfport, we were met by Lindsay Friese the Thrivent 
Builds/Habitat coordinator, who arranged this trip. 
       We were housed at SUMA, which is a summer camp of the United Methodist Church in Biloxi.  The 
SUMA campus sits right across highway 90 from the Gulf of Mexico.  The campus comprised of several 
buildings had a brick building that was divided into eight dorm rooms.  Each dorm room held eight bunk 
beds and had separate bathroom facilities with showers.  We had two of the dorm rooms, one for each 
gender.  We were there with other volunteers from California, Michigan, Florida and a woman from 
Reading who went to the Gulf Coast on her own as she wanted to help.  Originally, we were scheduled to 
stay in the Lutheran Camp, Camp Victor in Ocean Springs.  That was changed when Camp Victor 
closed, overtaken by bedbugs five days before we arrived. 
     Our work site this year was actually Gulfport about a mile and half from the airport.  The development 
is called Nancy’s Gardens and is a new development of 40 homes.  There are 28 homes being built by 
Thrivent and 12 homes thru the Mississippi Development Agency.  All homes are one story, three 
bedroom basic homes that will provide suitable housing for families that qualify to get them.  Also this is 
the first development that will be a total energy star development. That means all the homes will be as 
green and energy efficient as technology currently allows. 
     When we arrived, we met our construction supervisory crew of three young men, Austin, the ring 
leader, Joe and Tom.  Each has taken different paths that brought them to the area, but all are 
committed to providing a quality home, while having to babysit amateurs to get it done.  During the 
course of the week, we surprised them, as they found that they had skilled, hard working Lutherans who 
at times pushed them a little to get things done. 
     For the first time in a while, the whole group worked on only one home.  The lot was just a block wall 
and foundation standing when we got there on Tuesday.  During the course of the week, we completed 
the sill plates, put the floor joist system together, put down the sub floor, created and raised all the 
outside wall frames and the inside wall frames.  When we finished on Friday, the house was ready for the 
outside sheathing to be put on and the roof trussed raised for the roof system.  We got a lot 
accomplished during a sort period of time. 
     The Gulf Coast community provided us with a short bus trip on Wednesday that toured downtown 
Biloxi.  For those of us who were there two years ago, not a lot has been done along the shore area of 
highway 90.  One additional casino has opened up, while other buildings have been taken down or still 
stand empty not quite four years later.  We were also treated to Thursday night out at The Shed.  The 
Shed is a local bar-b-que restaurant.  The Shed has been featured on the Food Network’s Diners, Drive-
Ins and Dives.”  The Shed looks like it should have been torn down long before Katrina.  It is however 
one of the finest places for outdoor dining.  You eat on old picnic tables with 2 by 12 lumber used for the 
top and to keep them together.  On the night we were there, The Shed had a very big crowd. 
     In all, we had an excellent work week.  The weather was also very good.  The temperatures were in 
the middle to upper 80’s with a lot of sunshine.  The work experience was one of the best we have 
encountered.  The experience was positive enough, that everyone expressed an eagerness to return 
again next year.  Hopefully we can take a larger group next year.     
     The trip was made possible by you the members and friends of St. James who support the Work 
Mission thru donations and the Spaghetti Dinners. The proceeds from the Spaghetti Dinners are 
matched by Thrivent Financial for Lutherans thru the Upper Montgomery Chapter # 31392. The Dinner, 
along with the additional matching funds, and payments by the participants cover the cost of the trips 
without seeking funding from the church. The Work Mission Team thanks you for your continued support. 
We are currently planning the next dinner for November, so watch the newsletter for the date. Later in 
the year we will start planning next year’s Work Mission trip and invite those interested to consider in 
going along.
